= Accepted artists will be asked to review the terms of the agreement and deliver/ship items for sale.

= Do not bring original work to the gallery unless requested.

Conditions:

= The Cabarrus Arts Council retains a 40% commission on all items sold in the Gift Shop.

= Artists are paid on their consignment sales each month.

= All mediums are welcome, but space is limited.

= Work will be displayed for a minimum of six months. The display period may be extended at the
Cabarrus Arts Council’s discretion.
