At the end of The Commedia King Arthur
Princess Guenevere gives King Arthur the
challenge of making up a poem that
rhymes ...with her name!

Poetry is a kind of writing in verse—short lines
of words put together in rhythm, rhyme, or
both. Words are chosen for their sounds as
well as their meaning.

Activity:

Have a Rhyming Relay!

Divide the class into two lines, facing a
chalkboard or large writing surface. Give each
team a word. Students take turns running to
the writing surface, writing a word that rhymes
with the original word, then going to the back of
the line for the next person’s turn. The first
team to list a predetermined number of rhyming
words wins.

As a bonus round, challenge each team to

write a poem using as many of the rhyming

words on their list—or the opposing team'’s
list'—as possible.
